Summary of Agreed Actions to Promote NHRI Participation at CSW 
At the informal meeting held for NHRIs and states hosted by the Australian Permanent Mission on Tuesday 2 March 2010 a range of immediate and longer term actions were agreed upon.  These actions will assist efforts to raise the profile of NHRIs at CSW and to encourage states to develop modalities for the independent participation of NHRIs at CSW.  A summary of actions is outlined below.
Immediate actions: CSW 54 (2010)

1. NHRIs issue a joint statement/press release at CSW 54 re: independent participation rights of the NHRIs; 
2. Establish whether the joint statement could be sponsored by a member state, if not, explore other means for distribution;
3. Encourage the mention of NHRI participation at CSW in country statements at CSW 54; 
4. Encourage NGOs to support NHRI participation at CSW; 
5. NHRIs should engage with government delegations in order to strengthen an understanding of their roles and importance of their participation;
6. NHRIs should advise Pip Dargan of whether their governments make statements of support regarding NHRI participation during CSW 54 and provide copies of those statements to her by email at pipdargan@asiapacificfourm.net;
Longer term actions: next 12 months leading up to CSW 55 (2011) 

7. Requested APF-ICC to organize a side-meeting event during CSW 55 with the possible support of OHCHR or a state on the issue of NHRIs, women’s rights and CSW;

8. Encourage member states and other states to consider adopting a specific resolution on NHRI participation at CSW within the next   1-2 years;
9. Encourage NHRIs to raise NHRI participation rights at CSW in treaty body reports or other human rights mechanism reporting procedures where relevant;
10. Encourage Germany to specifically incorporate request for NHRI participation at CSW in its next biennial resolution (2011) on NHRIs; 
11. Raise the issue of NHRI participation at all relevant meetings with government officials and stakeholders; and
12.  APF members at the meeting requested the APF to consider holding a conference on NHRIs and women’s rights.
Next Meeting:  It was agreed that NHRIs that will be at CSW in the second with of the session meet on Thursday March 11th at 1:00pm in the UN cafeteria to debrief and review actions.
