Suggested guidelines for “relevant stakeholders” 
 wishing to provide information 
to the Universal Periodic Review
Suggested guidelines for NHRIs  – as at 25 October 2007
1.
These suggested guidelines aim at complementing the information note for NHRIs on the Universal Periodic review (UPR), which is available on the OHCHR website at the following link: 
http://www.ohchr.org/english/bodies/hrcouncil/upr/noteNHRIs_041007.htm
2.
These guidelines have been developed by the OHCHR National Institutions Unit, in cooperation with the HRC Secretariat Team, on an interim basis; they are being suggested to assist NHRIs in contributing to the UPR mechanism. They are to be considered as an evolving and indicative tool; NHRIs are encouraged to provide suggestions and feedback to the OHCHR National Institutions Unit to further improve such guidelines.
3.
As stated in General Assembly resolution 60/251 of 15 March 2006, the UPR mechanism shall complement and not duplicate the work of Treaty Bodies (art. 5 (e)).
A. UPR as a process

4.
The UPR is to be seen as a process, composed of several steps. The participation of all relevant stakeholders, including NHRIs, is encouraged throughout all relevant steps of such a process.

5. 
Kindly note that, according to Resolution 5/1:
i) States are encouraged to prepare the information they submit “through a broad consultation process at the national level with all relevant stakeholders” (para. 15(a)), which includes NHRIs;
NHRIs may wish to ensure that they are included in the broad consultation process at the national level organised by the State for the purpose of the preparation of the information to be submitted to the UPR by the State.
ii) Other relevant stakeholders, which includes NHRIs, may submit additional, credible and reliable information to the universal periodic review. Input received from stakeholders will be summarized by the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights in a summary which shall not exceed 10 pages (para. 15(c ));
iii) Other relevant stakeholders, which includes NHRIs, may attend the review in the working group (basis is para. 18(c));

iv) Before the adoption of the outcome by the plenary of the Council, the State concerned should be offered the opportunity to present replies to questions or issues; other relevant stakeholders, which includes NHRIs, will have the opportunity to make general comments before the adoption of the outcome by the plenary (basis are paras. 29 and 31);
v) The outcome of the universal periodic review, as a cooperative mechanism, should be implemented primarily by the State concerned and, as appropriate, by other relevant stakeholders (para. 33), which includes NHRIs.

B. Written submissions

a) Format and structure of written submissions to the OHCHR’s summary of stakeholders’ input
6.
NHRIs are strongly encouraged to provide OHCHR with submissions that: 
i) Follow the structure of the General Guidelines for the preparation of information under the UPR, adopted by the HRC at its 6th session (Decision 6/102, available on the OHCHR website at: http://ap.ohchr.org/documents/sdpage_e.aspx?b=10&se=69&t=3); 
ii) Highlight the main issues of concern and express a sense of priority thereof. Facts and details to support the priority issues, as well as possible recommendations to be made to the country under review, may be annexed for reference to the submission;

iii) Are specifically tailored for the UPR; 
iv) Take the format of a 5-page document, to which a more detailed and factual report may be attached for reference; 
v) Are written in English, French or Spanish. Please note that the Secretariat may not have the capacity to read and summarize contributions in other languages;
vi) Cover a maximum of four year-time period.
b) Content of written submissions
7.
Thus, NHRIs, drawing from the above-mentioned General Guidelines, may wish to provide information on:
i) The methodology and the broad consultation process followed nationally for the preparation of information provided to the UPR by the country under review;

ii) The current normative and institutional framework of the country under review for the promotion and protection of human rights: constitution, legislation, policy measures such as national action plans, national jurisprudence, human rights infrastructure including national human rights institutions …;
iii) The implementation and efficiency of the normative and institutional framework for the promotion and protection of human rights described in ii). This includes information on the implementation of the country’s human rights obligations and commitments at the national and the international levels (for example information on the implementation of commitments made by the country under review at international conferences and other UN fora; of constitutional and legal reforms aimed at protecting human rights, of national action plans, of mechanisms and remedies aimed at improving human rights); on the activities of NHRIs; on human rights education and public awareness…; 
iv) Cooperation of the country under review with human rights mechanisms, and with NHRIs, NGOs, rights holders, human rights defenders, and other relevant national human rights stakeholders, both at the national, regional and international levels; 
v) Achievements made by the country under review, best practices which have emerged, and challenges and constraints faced by the country under review;

vi) Key national priorities as identified by NHRIs, initiatives and commitments that the State concerned should undertake, in the view of NHRIs, to overcome these challenges and constraints and improve human rights situations on the ground. This includes, for example, national strategies, areas where further progress is required, steps regarding implementation and follow-up to recommendations made by human rights mechanisms, commitments for future cooperation with OHCHR and human rights mechanisms and agencies, etc.;
vii) Expectations in terms of capacity‑building and technical assistance provided and /or recommended by NRHIs through bilateral, regional and international cooperation.
8.
NHRIs are encouraged, while drafting their own contribution, in accordance with Resolution 5/1 (paragraph 1), to take into consideration all human rights obligations and commitments, including those set out in the UN Charter, the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, Human Rights instruments to which the country under review is a party, voluntary pledges and commitments made by that country, as well as applicable international humanitarian law.
9. 
NHRIs may also, if they so wish, suggest recommendations and/or draw attention to specific conclusions and recommendations made by international and regional human rights mechanisms, which they believe are of utmost importance.
c) How to submit information?

10.
Submissions of information for the UPR review should be sent to the following address: UPRsubmissions@ohchr.org. Please indicate in the title of the email that this is a NHRI submission and indicate the related country  (i.e. Submission by ‘name of NHRI’ related to ‘name of country’ for session scheduled ‘indicate month and year’). Please also indicate whether your NHRI has an ICC accreditation status, and if so, which status).
11.
Submissions should be sent by 14 January 2008 in relation to countries scheduled to be reviewed at the second session of the UPR.
12.
Please note that the summary of other stakeholders’ input prepared by OHCHR will reference the list of relevant sources, which will be made available on-line.
13.
NHRIs may wish to facilitate a consultation process with relevant state entities, civil society representatives and NGOs for the submission of the stakeholder information, in order to ensure that all elements of civil society have their voice heard.  This process would allow NHRIs and NGOs to identify crucial human rights issues and compile their separate or joint reports which are to be submitted to the HRC for the UPR on behalf of the main stakeholders.

In the case of submissions on behalf of a large number of stakeholders, please clearly indicate the name(s) of the submitting organizations.
C. Participation in the UPR review

15. 
Resolution 5/1 allows for an active engagement of NHRIs in the UPR mechanism. The UPR shall “ensure the participation of all relevant stakeholders, including non-governmental organizations and national human rights institutions, in accordance with General Assembly resolution 60/251 of 15 March 2006 and Economic and Social Council resolution 1996/31 of 25 July 1996, as well as any decisions that the Council may take in this regard” (Paragraph 3 (m));
16. 
NHRIs may attend the UPR review in the working group (Paragraph 18 (c)). Where this is not possible, NHRIs could make use of the presence of the interim ICC representative in Geneva (currently Ms Katharina Rose), to speak on their behalf during the session based on a text approved by the concerned NHRI;
17.
NHRIs will have the opportunity to make general comments before the adoption of the final outcome by the plenary of the Human Rights Council (Paragraph 31).
D. Outcome of the review

18
The UPR review will be conducted in one working group composed of the 47 member States of the Human Rights Council (HRC). The working group is to adopt a report. The final outcome will be adopted by the plenary of the Council, and will take the format of a report consisting of a summary of the proceedings, conclusions and/or recommendations, and the voluntary commitments of the State concerned.
19. 
Therefore, the outcome relating to countries scheduled to be reviewed at the first two UPR sessions (7 / 18 April 2008 and 5 / 16 May 2008) will be considered by the Human Rights Council at its plenary meeting to be held in Geneva from 2 to 18 June.

E. Follow-up to the review
20.
NHRIs may wish to be directly involved in the follow-up to the outcome of the UPR process, to the extent that this is appropriate;
a. Follow-up action could be undertaken in cooperation with the State entities, to whom the recommendations are addressed;

b. Follow-up action could also be undertaken in cooperation with other actors of the national human rights protection system, such as Parliament, civil society, academia, media, etc.;
21.
NHRIs may disseminate the outcome of the UPR at the national level and draw up an action plan or strategy to contribute to the implementation of the various recommendations.
21.
NHRIs may actively monitor the implementation of the UPR recommendations, so that next submissions of information may include main observations in this regard.
23.
NHRIs are encouraged to further distribute these guidelines and to raise awareness on the UPR at the national and regional level.
24.
Because of the participation rights in the Human Rights Council accorded to “A status” NHRIs, NHRIs without such a status are encouraged to seek ICC accreditation as soon as possible. NHRIs may apply to the NI Unit of OHCHR for this purpose.
